Adopting and amending the Olympic Charter

4. Making decisions on the Olympic sports
programme and competition rules

5. Overseeing the organization of the Olympic Games

Maharashtra Pollution Control Board.

causes of concern, as well as the stench from a
common effluent treatment plant.

e Toxic gasses in air is due to pollution caused by
100-odd chemical factories in the vicinity.

e Authorities have been instructed to take action to
address the pollution, including the use of fogger
machines, closure of open tanks, and maintenance
of leaking pipes.
