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The Bengal British India Society was established in 1843 with the mission of "collecting and disseminating
information relating to the actual condition of the people of British India and to employ such other peaceful and
lawful means as may appear calculated to secure the welfare, extend the just rights, and advance the interests of
all classes of our fellow subjects.” The Landholders' Society and the Bengal British India Society merged in
1851 to form the British Indian Association. In this article, we will discuss the Bengal British India
Society which will be helpful for MPSC exam preparation.
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Bengal British India Society - Background

e The Bengal British India Society was founded in 1843 by the combined efforts of George Thompson,
Dwarkanath Tagore, Chandra Mohan Chatterjee, and Parmananda Maitra.

e Itwas founded on the advice of George Thompson. He was brought to India from England by Dwarkanath
Tagore.

e George Thomas was the Secretary of the British Indian Society.

e It primarily represented the aristocratic class.

e The organization's main goals were to collect and disseminate information about people's health and
well-being.
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Bengal British India Society - Objectives

e This society's goal was to collect and disseminate information relating to the actual condition of the
people of British India.

e Advance the interests of all classes of our fellow-subjects.

o To instill good citizenship qualities in the Indian people.

e Urging the government to increase Indian employment in public offices and to implement judicial
reforms.

e To raise public awareness about the state of governance and their "just rights”.

e To work for their realization through peaceful and lawful means consistent with "loyalty to the person
and government of the reigning sovereign" in England.
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Conclusion

Several political organizations were formed in the early nineteenth century to oppose British
imperialism. The Bengal British India Society, founded in Calcutta in 1843, was the second politically
inclined public association to be formed in British India, after the zamindari association (1837). However,
neither the Bengal British India Society nor the Zamindari Association was able to achieve much, despite
their pioneering roles in the development of political parties in India. By 1850, both had become
dormant.
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
