Gandhi .decided to go first to Muzzafarpur, which was enroute to Champaran, to obtain
more complete information about conditions than Shukla was capable of imparting.
He accordingly sent a telegram to professor J.B. Kripalini, of the Arts College in

- Muzzafarpur, whom he had seen at Tagore's Shéntiniketan school. The traih arrived at

' midnight, 15April 1917. Kﬁpalini was waiting at the station with a large body of students.
Gandhi stayed there for two days in the home of Professor Malkani, a teacherin a
government school.

Taking such
cases to the courts does little good. Where the peasants are so crushed and fear-

stricken, law courts are useless. The real relief for them is to be free from fear.”
