Poor enrolment of girl students in
secondary, higher secondary levels in

● As per report of Child Rights & You (CRY), an
NGO, even though the enrolment of girl children in
AP at the elementary level has skyrocketed, the
Net Enrolment Rate (NER) at the secondary and
higher secondary levels has dropped to a great
extent,

● While more than 80% of girl children were
enrolled in schools at the primary level, the NER
was only 49% and 37% at the secondary and
higher secondary levels, respectively
