○ Gandhari Khilla (Gandhari Kota) is a hill fort
located near Bokkalagutta, in Mandamarri
Mandal in Mancherial district in the south Indian
state of Telangana.

○ Gandhari Maisamma temple is located at the
fort.

○ It is located on the sand rock hills.
● Shivvaram Wildlife Sanctuary

○ It is a wildlife preserve located nearly 10 km
from Manthani and 50 km from Mancherial town
in Telangana.

○ The Shivvaram wildlife sanctuary attracts a lot of
tourists with its wide collection of fauna which
includes Sloth bear, Nilgai, Panther, Langur,
Rhesus Monkey, Cheetal, etc.

○ The marsh crocodiles are the freshwater
crocodiles which are also known as Mugger
Crocodiles.

○ These crocodiles are equally mobile on land
as well as in water, and this quality stands as
the hot tourist attraction.

Despite its name, a blue moon isn't blue; it's the
traditional name for the second full moon in a month.
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
