Learning disabilities in writing
can involve the physical act of
writing or the mental activity of
comprehending and synthesizing
information. Dysgraphia is a
writing disability where people
find it hard to form letters and
write within a defined space.

Dyspraxia is a disorder that
affects the development of motor
skills. People with dyspraxia have
trouble planning and executing
fine motor tasks, which can range
from waving goodbye to getting
dressed. Dyspraxia is a life-long
disorder with no cure, but
options are available for helping
to improve a persons ability to
function and be independent.
Dyspraxia is not a learning
disability, but it commonly
coexists with other learning
disabilities that can affect
learning ability.
